Nursery Class

This week we have been learning all about the primary colours: red, yellow and blue. The children
enjoyed going on colour hunts, sorting objects by colour, and identifying different shades. One of
our trickiest challenges was sorting objects into two groups: “yellow” and “is not yellow.” It was
not easy, but we kept on trying and didn’t give up!

As part of our PSED work, we made calming glitter jars for our classroom. These will help us relax
and feel ready to learn whenever we need a moment of calm.

In the block area, we learned new vocabulary by building towers that were small, big, and bigger-

We also began learning about our school promises. We talked about the different ways we can be
"safe’. We read a story about being gentle and discovered how having kind hands and feet helps
everyone feel safe and happy.

Next week, we will be learning about Autumn. We have already started our Autumn investigation
table — but we need your help! If you are out and about over the weekend, we would be very
grateful if you could collect and bring in: conkers, acorns, pinecones, and colourful leaves.

Reception Class

This week we have been thinking about heroes and how some heroes do not wear a cape but are
everyday heroes such as nurses, firefighters and shop workers.

The children thought about qualities that a
superhero would need.

In Maths we have been exploring size and using everyday language of small, medium and large to
make comparisons.

Our phonics is up and running and the children love learning sounds and practising them. Please
use the sume rhymes we gave out in the intake pack to practice letter formation.
